Centre while my sister was 
away was a very challeng-
ing but fun experience.

My first 
few weeks were very interesting as it was filled 
with different activities including taking sick 
babies to hospital and getting them treated for 
malaria, as well as adjusting to a new way of 
life for the next four months. 
I have learnt new things everyday, not only 
about the running of the Baby Rescue Centre 
but about life in Kenya. At first it seemed crazy 
and different but I have come to love it so 
much out here and it’s not so crazy anymore. 
I have really come to appreciate what my sister 
and everybody does out here and how much 
work is put into the Baby Rescue Centre and 
believe you can only fully appreciate the work 
here once you experience it for yourself. 
It’s made me very thankful for the people who
